RESIGNATION OF SCOTTSDALE JUSTICE OF THE PEACE

Motion was made by Supervisor Stapley, seconded by Supervisor Brock, and unanimously carried (4-0-1)
to accept the resignation of Ginger Jarvis, Scottsdale Justice of the Peace, effective January 16, 2004.

PUBLIC HEARING — SUPERIOR COURT — MEDIATION NO SHOW FEE

Pursuant to a request from the Presiding Judge of the Superior Court of Arizona in Maricopa County,
Chairman Kunasek called for a public hearing on a Mediation No-Show Fee. No protests having been
received and no speakers coming forth at the Chairman’s call, motion was made by Supervisor Wilcox,
seconded by Supervisor Brock and unanimously carried (5-0) to authorize a Mediation No Show Fee of
$200 assessed upon all Superior Court family cases that require a court ordered mediation session. Upon
approval by the Board of Supervisors, the fee will be assessed upon the failure to appear for a court
ordered mediation session scheduled after December 1, 2003.

PUBLIC HEARING — FINANCE — PROPERTY SALE

Chairman Kunasek called for a public hearing on this matter. No protests having been received and no
speakers coming forth at the Chairman’s call, motion was made by Supervisor Stapley, seconded by
Supervisor Wilcox and unanimously carried (5-0) on a roll-call vote with Supervisors Brock, Stapley,
Kunasek, Wilson and Wilcox voting “aye” to approve the sale of the Maricopa County owned property and
building site of the George L. Campbell Branch Library to the Maricopa County Library District and
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authorize the Chairman to execute documents necessary to finalize the transaction. The Library District
currently has a land lease for the site upon which the library facility is located. Pursuant to the Park and
Recreation Department's "Land Disposal Policy", public hearing was held before the Park and Recreation
Commission on October 28, 2003, and the Commission unanimously recommends the sale to the Board
of Supervisors. Upon finalization of this sale the Library District will be sole owner of the facility and land.
The Library District will pay the appraised value of $1,540,000 to the County General Fund where the
funds will be segregated for Maricopa County Parks & Recreation Department Board-approved capital
improvement projects budgeted in FY 2004-2005 and forward. All interest accruing to the principal will be
designated for inclusion in the fund for the Parks and Recreation Department CIP projects. The effective
date of the sale is projected to be January 13, 2004. Payment for this land will occur via a fund transfer
from the Library District Fund 244 to the General Fund. The expenditure appropriation for the Library
District was increased on November 5, 2003 (Agenda C49040078) by $2,747,799. $1,540,000 of this
increase will be used for this land purchase. (C1804015B) (ADM2800) (ADM812-003)

DEANNEXATION FROM CITY OF PHOENIX, ANNEXATION TO CITY OF SCOTTSDALE APPROVED

A public hearing was held on ordinances filed by the City of Phoenix, Ordinance No. G4546, and the City
of Scottsdale, Ordinance No. 3530, concurrently deannexing and annexing certain territory described as a
25-foot strip of abandoned roadway, northeast of the intersection of 60th Street and Thomas Road,
approximately 0.077 acres. (ADM4214)

EXTENSION TO AGREEMENT WITH GOVERNOR'S OFFICE OF HIGHWAY SAFETY

Motion was made by Supervisor Stapley, seconded by Supervisor Wilcox, and unanimously carried (5-0)
to approve an extension to the February 5, 2003, agreement between the Governor's Office of Highway
Safety and the Maricopa County Attorney's Office. This agreement will be extended to March 26, 2004,
and does not involve any additional grant funds. This extension will be used to support one FTE
Paralegal. Acceptance of this agreement will allow the County Attorney’s Office to continue to enhance
the prosecution of vehicular crimes and DUI cases. The original agreement included funding totaling
$46,000. Of this funding, $26,544 was appropriated for FY 2003-2004. This extension does not, in any
way, alter the budget previously approved. (C1903036301)

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENTS WITH CERTAIN ENTITIES

REIMBURSEMENT AGREEMENT WITH DRUG ENFORCEMENT ADMINISTRATION (DEA)

Motion was made by Supervisor Stapley, seconded by Supervisor Wilcox, and unanimously carried (5-0)
to approve a reimbursement agreement between the Sheriff's Office and the Drug Enforcement
Administration (DEA) for reimbursement of $59,000. The term of this agreement is January 1, 2004,
through December 31, 2004. Approval of this agreement will allow the Sheriff's Office to continue to act
as the pass through agency for grant funds for the Arizona Methamphetamine Task Force (C50045043)
approved on July 30, 2003. This funding provides reimbursement of salaries and employee related
expenses of one Supervisory Records Examiner/Analyst participating in the Arizona Methamphetamine
Program, administered by the Maricopa County Sheriff's Office. The budget for salaries and employee
related expenses for this agreement is $59,000. (C50045242)

ACCEPTANCE OF CONTINUED FUNDING FROM ARIZONA DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION —
HARD KNOCKS HIGH PROGRAM

Motion was made by Supervisor Stapley, seconded by Supervisor Wilcox, and unanimously carried (5-0)
to approve acceptance of continued funding from the Arizona Department of Education (ADE), Title I-D
funding for the “Hard Knocks High Program” in the amount of $86,931. The grant award period is July 1,
2003, through June 30, 2004. Authorization to accept this grant will enable the Sheriff's Office to provide
Cognitive Restructuring, Anger Management Services, Psychological Services and funding for a .5 FTE
certified special education teacher. Supplemental instruction will assist students in areas of need such as:
alcohol and drug resistance training, anger management training, decision making, self esteem training
and goal writing. The Sheriff's Office operates in compliance with the IDEA-97 and with all related Special
Education Mandates, regulations and guidelines within the parameters of a Secure Care Facility. The
corresponding policies and procedures are written and are embodied in the division’s operational manual.
The Jail Education staff works in close cooperation with the Arizona Department of Education to assure
that all policies, procedures and timelines are followed. Students are given a historical assessment upon
incarceration for the purpose of developing effective individualized education plans (IEP) and their
transfer records are researched. If a student has received special education services at previous schools
the IEP and Psycho-Education Evaluation is requested, reviewed and implemented as appropriate.

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TRANSFER IN EXPENDITURE APPROPRIATION AND ADDITION OF EIGHTEEN VEHICLES TO THE
FLEET

In accordance with ARS §42-17106B, motion was made by Supervisor Stapley, seconded by Supervisor
Wilcox, and unanimously carried (5-0) to approve the transfer of not-to-exceed $156,000 in expenditure
appropriation from General Government (470) General Fund (Fund 100) Contingency Reserved items —
Unfunded Liabilities to the Adult Probation Department (110) General Fund (Fund 100) as additional
funding for the restoration of the Intensive Probation caseload capacity to pre-State reduction levels
(December 2002). Approval of this action will allow for the purchase of eighteen compact vehicles to be
phased in beginning January 2004. Also, approve these 18 vehicles to be added to the Maricopa County
fleet. (C1104003801) (ADM3104)

RESCIND RESOLUTION NO. €38000047 — COURT COLLECTION SERVICE FEE

Motion was made by Supervisor Stapley, seconded by Supervisor Wilcox, and unanimously carried (5-0)
to rescind, effective as of the date of Board action, "Resolution No. C38000047" dated November 3, 1999,
which established a “Court Collection Service Fee”. On November 3, 1999, the Board authorized the
justice courts, the Superior Court, the Clerk of the Court, the Adult Probation Office and the Juvenile
Probation Office to retain collection agencies to collect unpaid fines, sanction, surcharges, assessments
and penalties. The Board also established a court collection service fee to provide compensation to the
outside collection agencies. The fee is equal to 28% of the delinquent amount and is added to the debt.
The Arizona Legislature recently enacted ARS §12-116.03. This new statute permits a court to contract
with public or private entities to assist in collecting fines, fees, penalties, costs, surcharges, restitution and
assessment that remain unpaid. It also allows the court to add to the underlying debt reasonable costs
charged by the contracting entity. Because the new statute provides specific legal authority for the courts
to add a court collection service fee for all the entities covered under the resolution independent of the
resolution, Board Resolution C38000047 is no longer necessary, and may prove conflicting and confusing
as the courts utilizes their statutory authority to add on to a court order assessing fees fines, surcharges
etc the costs for collecting on delinquent assessments. Therefore, the Court requests that the Board
rescind the resolution. (C3800004701) (ADM1005)

AMENDMENT TO INTERGOVERNMENTAL CLINICAL TRAINING AGREEMENT WITH ARIZONA
BOARD OF REGENTS
