Adult Jail Incarceration 
• Bookings decreased slightly from 9,139 in March to 9,133 in April.     
• Releases increased from 9,021 in March to 9,306 in April.   
• The Average Daily Population (ADP) increased from 8,022 in March to 8,094 in April. 
• The Pretrial ADP increased from 6,019 in March to 6,073 in April. 
• The Sentenced ADP increased from 1,791 in March to 1,817 in April.  
• The Agency Hold ADP decreased slightly from 161 in March to 159 in April.  
• Overall Average Length of Stay (ALOS) at release increased from 27.5 in March to 27.7 in April.   
• The ALOS in days for Pretrial decreased from 8.1 in March to 8.0 in April.  
• The ALOS in days for Sentenced decreased from 23.7 in March to 23.5 in April. 
• The ALOS in days for Agency Holds was unchanged from 75 in March to 75 in April.

• New Criminal Case Filings increased from 2,553 in March to 3,060 in April.  
• Case Terminations decreased from 2,798 in March to 2,742 in April.  
• The resulting Clearance Rate was 90%.   
• The Active Pending Case Inventory increased from 11,651 in March to 11,996 in April. 
• Regional Court Center filings increased from 1,350 in March to 1,723 in April.  
• Early Disposition Court filings increased from 919 in March to 1,016 in April.   
• The Number of Trials Completed increased from 49 in March to 66 in April.   
• The Trial Rate was 2.2%. 
 

Justice Court Filings 
• DUI Filings increased from 552 in March to 677 in April.  
• All other Criminal Traffic Filings increased from 2,773 in March to 3,018 in April.   
• Civil Traffic Filings increased from 8,472 in March to 8,593 in April.   
• Eviction Action Filings increased from 4,013 in March to 4,685 in April.   
• Total Filings increased from 23,621 in March to 25,272 in April.  
 

Adult Probation 
• Pretrial Standard Supervision increased from 2,225 in March to 2,232 in April.  
• Electronic Monitoring increased from 689 in March to 714 in April.  
• Adult Standard Probation Supervision increased from 21,588 in March to 21,708 in April.  
• Adult Intensive Probation Supervision decreased from 886 in March to 868 in April.  
• Adult Unsupervised Probation Supervision decreased from 6,164 in March to 5,998 in April.  
 

Juvenile Detention and Probation 
• The Average Daily Detention Population increased from 184 in March to 199 in April. 
• The ALOS in juvenile detention decreased from 13.5 in March to 12.2 in April. 
• Juvenile Standard Probation decreased from 2,012 in March to 2,010 in April.  
• Juvenile Intensive Probation decreased from 250 in March to 240 in April.  
• Monthly commitments to Arizona Department of Juvenile Corrections increased from 16 in
