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Adult Incarceration

Bookings increased from 8,154 in December to 9,631 in January. The Average Daily Population
increased from 6,854 in December to 7,050 in January. The Pretrial Population increased in January
(4,895) compared to December (4,641). The Sentenced Population increased from 1,753 in December
to 1,859 in January. The Agency Hold Population increased from 199 in December to 249 in January.
Overall Average Length of Stay (ALOS) decreased from December (25.9) to January (24.3). The
ALOS for Sentenced decreased from 27.4 to 24.1 days, while the Pretrial ALOS decreased from 7.3 to
0.3 days. The ALOS for Agency Holds decreased from 67.3 to 64.7 days.

Superior Court Filings & Case Processing

Criminal Filings decreased slightly from December (2,635) to January (2,624). Terminations
increased from 2,231 in December to 3,144 in January. The resulting Clearance Rate was 119.8%. The
Active Pending Case Inventory decreased from 10,410 in December to 10,285 in January. Filings into
RCC decreased in January (1,464) compated to December (1,595). Filings into EDC increased from
802 in December to 933 in January. The Number of Trials Completed increased from 26 in December
to 63 in January. The Trial Rate was 2.4%.

Justice Court Filings

DUI Filings decreased from December (1,223) to January (1,072). All other Criminal Traffic Filings
decreased slightly from 3,844 in December to 3,814 in January. Civil Traffic Filings decreased from
11,146 in December to 10,995 in January. Eviction Action Filings increased from December (5,078) to
January (5,579). Overall Filings decreased from 32,220 in December to 31,876 in January.

Adult Probation

Pretrial General Supervision decreased slightly from December (595) to January (594). Pretrial
Intensive Supervision increased from 767 in December to 856 in January. Electronic Monitoring
decreased from 191 in December to 180 in January. Levels of Standard Probation Supervision
decreased from 30,293 in December to 30,213 in January. Levels of Intensive Probation Supervision
increased slightly from 799 in December to 802 in January.

Juvenile Detention and Probation
